 PARROT                 "Blow me down!"
 PIRATE                 "Walk the plank!"
 BEACH                 "Land ho!"
 GENIE                 "Poof" (swing hands over head)
 BOTTLE                 "Yo ho ho and a bottle of run"
 REGATTA                Everyone "Ship ahoy!"
